CHOY is a way for the district, region and GWRRA
National to honor the best of the best. That is not to
say Chapter F is any better than any other chapter in the
district.

CHOY criterion is pretty straightforward: does the
chapter have a chapter director, an assistant chapter
director, a treasurer, a rider ed guy, and a membership
enhancement rep.

Does the chapter submit an annual financial report?
There are some recruitment goals. The above criterion
is met by just about ALL the chapters in the district.

Then there are the more difficult criterion: rider ed
membership goals, leadership training goals, COY
goals, website criteria. Criterion is based on a
percentage of membership. Because Chapter F is so
large with 180+ members we are at a competitive
